How to Prepare a Bibliography

A bibliography is a list of all the sources you have actually used to do research. It tells the reader both where you got your information on the topic, and where more information can be found. You do not include sources that you looked through but did not use.

A bibliography is easy to do!  An entry for a bibliography, called a citation, usually has three (3) main parts: author, title, and publication information. This information can be easily found on the front and back of the title page in the book. There are different ways to cite your books, encyclopedia articles, online encyclopedia articles, and internet sources. Here are some examples of each:
